Item 4: Report of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights and follow-up to the World Conference on Human Rights

Ms. Louise Arbour, High Commissioner for Human Rights, presented the annual report. In her speech she did no express reference to children’s rights. 

The few references to children under this item came from the following representatives: 

Sudan recalled that women and children are victims of the ongoing armed conflict, especially in the region of Darfur. 

Brazil manifested his support for the work of the High Commissioner, emphasizing that a global approach has to be achieved, focusing attention on the human rights situation on all countries in the world. Rights of the child, indigenous rights and protection from poverty are among the matters that deserve great attention of Brazil’s current administration.

Indonesia stressed that national institutions have a crucial role in the implementation of human rights. The protection of women and children rights is a matter of concern of Indonesia. 

Item 5: The right of peoples to self-determination and its application to peoples under colonial or alien domination or foreign occupation

Lybia stated that the right of self-determination flows from human aspirations to leave in freedom and peace. Further that right implies to live free from occupation, which makes men, women and children victims. Further it accused Israel of violation of economic, social and cultural rights. Since the construction of the wall in Palestine occupied territories the right of free movement and education have been disrespected, impeding numerous Palestine children to go to school.
