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Item 5: The right of peoples to self-determination and its application to peoples under colonial or alien domination or foreign occupation (CONTINUATION – AFTERNOON SESSION)
Pakistan was the only State which brought to the session children’s issues.

Pakistan referred to the struggle led by Kashmir people for their right of self-determination. Pakistan denounced human rights violations perpetrated by Indian authorities. It further mentioned that according to independent estimates more than 85,000 men, women and children have laid down their lives in the region. Moreover, more than 24,000 women have been widowed and over 110,000 children orphaned as a consequence of the conflict. It demanded India to leave Kashmir people to freely exercise their inherent right of self-determination, as recognized in various international treaties and UN-resolutions.
