NGO Oral statements

The representative of the Nord-Sud XXI, former victim of the dictatorship in Equatorial Guinea, spoke about his experience in jail. He mentioned cases of 10 to 12 years old children cruelly tortured, as well as a case of a young girl bleeding and tied up without any care. 

International Alliance of Women denounced the arbitrary detentions of women and children in camps of Polisario. They can’t circulate freely, while young children are deported to places unknown by their own mothers. International Alliance of Women considers that Polisario violates Human Rights.

Anti-slavery International denounced the repression policy of Thailand against Burma refugees. He mentioned specifically 250 women and children in a centre in Bangkok.

International Human Rights Association of American Minorities pointed out the thousands men, women and children suffering in Kashmir, where human rights violations are common.

B. Aubenas, representative of Reporters sans Frontières, talked about his daughter, kidnapped in Iraq while she reported on the situation of men, women and children victims of war, misery and malnutrition.
