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Annual Work Plan 2004

· ILO Convention 182
Engage with the United Nations International Labour Organisation (ILO) and trade unions to follow up ILO Convention 182 reports by countries that ratified in 2000. Follow up ILO 2002 side event organised by the subgroup with regard to discrimination and child labour.
Aim: to continue to inform and support civil society involvement in promoting ratification and implementation of C182 and to continue collaboration with IPEC where required. 
· Follow-up to UNGASS
Work with the UNICEF and the Child Rights Caucus.
Aim: to promote the follow-up of UNGASS (the UN General Assembly Special Session on Children). 
· Committee on the Rights of the Child
Disseminate summaries of child labour issues raised in Committee on the Rights of the Child discussions and concluding observations more widely.
Aim: to make the Committee's Concluding Observations on child labour more accessible to and useful for local activists. 

· UN Study on Violence against Children
Consult with subgroups on Sexual Exploitation and Violence. Work with the subgroup on Sexual Exploitation in the development of their booklet, clarifying language and definitions.
Aim: Collaborating for a greater impact on the UN Study on Violence against Children. 

· UN Commission on Human Rights
Actively pursue child labour issues in the omnibus resolution on the rights of the child.
Aim: to promote child labour issues at the CHR. 

ACTIVITIES
The subgroup on Child Labour is a platform for exchanging information, NGO planning and action within the framework of the Convention on the rights of the Child, particularly article 32. The Convention makes clear that the child has the right to be protected from work that threatens his or her health, education or development. The State shall set minimum ages for employment and regulate working conditions. ILO Standards, especially Conventions 138 on Minimum Age (1973) and 182 on the Worst Forms of Child Labour (1999) are also key to the subgroup's work. 
The subgroup on Child Labour produced a brochure for NGOs on how to use ILO Convention 182 for protecting children from the worst forms of child labour. The brochure has since been printed in eight languages for use in various parts of the world. The subgroup continues to promote the ratification of Convention 182 and encourage civil society involvement in its implementation. 
The subgroup is a focal point for NGO engagement with the ILO. Presently the subgroup is working towards enabling NGOs to participate in the reporting process on Convention 182.
The subgroup on child labour meets at least twice per year and is chaired by Anti-Slavery International.
