identify two or three focal themes for the 2006 ILO Global Report on child labour, propose concrete measures in order to ensure that children (including working children) and their organisations can participate in preparing the Global Report and in the ILO’s 2006 debate on child labour, lobby worker’s and employer’s organisations and governments with regard to the 2006 Global Report, meet with ILO/IPEC and prepare activities for the 2006 International Labour Conference,

organise activities with regard to the ILO deliberations on youth employment

for the 2005 International Labour Conference 

partners:
