2003 Work Plan
· Second World Congress Against the Commercial Exploitation of Children
Targeted follow-up activities are already underway both internationally and regionally. Two new publications will be released, the first looking at human rights mechanisms related to the sexual exploitation of children and the second looking at definitional issues.



· Follow-up to the UN Special Session on Children
Follow-up processes are beginning with particular emphasis at the national level. Work with national partners ensure that governments consider issues around the sexual exploitation and abuse of children in national strategies. At the international level, the subgroup will support the work of the Child Rights Caucus and inform it on sexual exploitation issues. We will attend the forthcoming Commission on Human Rights and ensure that sexual exploitation of children is given due deliberation.



· UN Study on Violence Against Children
While the precise scope of the study is not yet final, sexual violence against children will be a core focus. The expertise of members of the subgroup will be a valuable and important resource. In addition, the outreach provided both by subgroup members and the Focal Point regional facilitators will be an asset to the study. We will attend consultations and meet with the Special Expert and his/her staff.


· Partnerships
The subgroup will work hard to create positive partnerships with the subgroup on Children and Violence, with the NGO Advisory Group and directly with the Special Expert and his/her secretariat. The current membership will be expanded with the view to create new partnerships.


· Committee on the Rights of the Child
Continued monitoring of government reports to the Committee, through the Focal Point and subgroup members, will be an ongoing commitment, as well as a thematic analysis of issues related to the sexual exploitation of children in order to ensure that respective countries comply with the CRC articles.


· Special Rapporteur
A more intentional relationship with the Special Rapporteur on the sale of children, child prostitution and child pornography (Dr. Juan Miguel Petit) will be a focus.
