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The report discusses the possibilities offered by the  Inter-American Human Rights System to different actors of civil society and the state to monitor the rights of the child. It explains how to use the political and legal tools and its procedures. It has been prepared for a diverse public. The purpose is to facilite the integration of the rights of the child within human rights organisations that monitor the Universal and Inter-American systems. It may also be used by local and national civil society organisations for training and awareness-raising.

The report is divided into six chapters. The first chapter is an introduction to the Inter-American Human Rights System and its organs; the second chapter presents the different Inter-American instruments that contain provisions for the protection of children; the third chapter discusses the strengths of the Universal Human Rights System with respect to children and the links between the Universal and Inter-American Human Rights Systems; the fourth chapter describes other organs dedicated to the protection of the rights of the child in the region; the fifth chapter refers to other potentially useful areas of participation for the promotion and protection of the rights of the child and the sixth chapter contains some conclusions/recommendations.
