Resolutions by the United Nations General Assembly regarding the UN Study on Violence Against Children: 

Resolution A/RES/56/138 of 19 December 2001: 

The General Assembly requested the Secretary General “to conduct an in-depth study on the issue of violence against children, taking into account the Outcome of the Special Session of the General Assembly on Children, and to put forward recommendations for consideration by member states and appropriate action, including effective remedies and preventive and rehabilitation measures.” 

Resolution A/RES/57/190 of 19 February 2003: 

The General Assembly “reaffirms its decision to request the Secretary-General to conduct an in-depth study of the question of violence against children, and encourages him to appoint, as soon as possible, an independent expert to direct the study, in collaboration with the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights, the United Nations Children’s Fund and the World Health Organization, taking into account the outcomes of the special session of the General Assembly on children and the recommendations made by the Committee on the Rights of the Child after its two days of general discussion on violence against children.” (para 29)

Resolutions by the United Nations Commission on Human Rights regarding the UN Study on Violence Against Children: 

Resolution E/CN.4/RES/2002/92, adopted in April 2002:  In the resolution, the Commission: 


Welcomes the request by the General Assembly to the Secretary-General in resolution 56/138 to conduct an in-depth study on violence against children and suggests that he appoint an independent expert to direct the study, in collaboration with the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights, the United Nations Children's Fund and the World Health Organization, taking into account the recommendations of the Committee on the Rights of the Child made following its two days of general discussion on violence against children and the outcome of the special session of the General Assembly on children, and, in this regard, requests the Secretary-General to submit a substantive progress report on the study to the Commission at its fifty-ninth session and a final in depth study to the Commission at its sixtieth session to the greatest extent possible for its consideration, with the aim of evaluating all possible complementary measures and future actions.

Resolution E/CN.4/RES/2003/86, adopted in April 2003: 

The Commission: 

19. Requests the independent expert to conduct the study on the question of violence against children as soon as possible, invites him to be based in Geneva in order to enhance his collaboration with the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights, the United Nations Children's Fund and the World Health Organization, invites Member States, United Nations bodies and organizations, including the Committee on the Rights of the Child, as well as other relevant intergovernmental organizations, to provide substantive and, where appropriate, financial support, including through voluntary contributions, for the effective conduct of the study and invites non-governmental organizations to contribute to the study, taking into account the recommendations of the Committee on the Rights of the Child made following the general discussions on violence against children held in September 2000 and 2001, and, further, encourages the independent expert to seek also the participation of children in the study, taking into account their age and maturity; 

20. Requests the Secretary-General to submit a substantive progress report on the study to the Commission at its sixtieth session and the final in-depth study to the Commission at its sixty-first session for its consideration, with the aim of evaluating all possible complementary measures and future actions;
