Mapping of Activities:

One of the areas to be examined by the UN Study on Violence Against Children will be existing projects and activities that address issues of violence against children. The NGO Subgroup on Children and Violence has developed a mapping exercise in order to identify useful experiences and good models developed by NGOs around the world.  The attached matrix has been developed by a working group of the Subgroup to facilitate this exercise.  

This mapping exercise is an opportunity for NGOs to provide information on projects that are relevant to the study and believed to be an example of “good practices.”  Attached is more background about this mapping exercise, some useful guidelines, and the matrix. Eva Åhlén (eva.ahlen@rb.se) of Save the Children, and Dora Giusti (dci-childlabour@tiscalinet.ch) of Defense for Children International were part of the working group that developed these materials, and will receive submissions and respond to inquires about this project. 

We hope to receive a broad response to this exercise. Responses are not due until July 31, to allow plenty of time to gather and submit information. 

NGO Advisory Panel

The NGO Advisory Panel for the UN Study will hold its first consultation in Geneva in late June in Geneva, to coincide with a Geneva visit by Professor Pinheiro, the study’s independent expert.  The panel is already working to provide input to Professor Pinheiro on the definition of violence to be used for the study, and has set up a number of small working groups to develop concept papers on several issues relevant to the study, including models of child participation, models for regional consultations, the draft research agenda for the study, the scope of the study, and an action plan for the post-study period. These papers will be discussed at the consultation, and provided to Professor Pinheiro and his team. 

NGO Subgroup on Children and Violence

The next meeting of the NGO Subgroup on Children and Violence is being postponed from May 14 to June 25th  in Geneva. The reason for the change is that Professor Pinheiro will be in Geneva in late June, so the new date will enable the Subgroup to meet with him, as well as with members of the NGO Advisory Panel. The time is tentatively set for 9:30 a.m. to 12. The place and agenda will be confirmed in a latter message.
